Calls to boycoƩ Walgreens grow as pharmacy confirms it will not sell aborƟon pills in 20 states,  
including some where it remains legal 

 

       The decision comes aŌer 20 Republican aƩorneys general last month wrote to Walgreens and  
       several other pharmacies including CVS, Walmart, and Costco to point out laws that could be  
       violated if the companies provided aborƟon pills through the mail.  A statement by   
       Walgreens spokesperson has responded to the states represented by the 20 AGs, and 
confirmed it will not distribute the aborƟon pill Mifepristone in any of those states regardless if it is legal or not.

How did our Legislators vote... 

Here are just a few of the recent voƟng records of our legislators: 
 

Jack Bergman voted NO on:  
H.R.8373 which sets out statutory protecƟons for an individual's right to access and a health care provider's 
right to provide contracepƟon and related informaƟon.  

  

Cam CaviƩ voted NO on: 
HB 4001 which gave tax relief to 1,000s of Michiganders and would repeal the reƟrement tax 
HB 4006 to repeal the anƟquated 1931 aborƟon law 
    FYI. Alpena County Republican Party censured RepresentaƟve Cam CaviƩ for voƟng for Speaker Joe Tate 
(D).  The censure was placed, because of his vote for a democrat for Michigan’s Speaker of the House.  
 

Michelle Hoitenga voted NO on: 
SB 4 which would add LGBTQ+ protecƟons to EllioƩ‐Larson Civil Rights Act.
